3, The school shall admit 25% of the total strength in entry-level classes from children belonging to
disadvantaged groups and weaker sections of the society from the neighborhood, and shall provide free
and compulsory education as per the provisions laid down.

For such children mentioned in clause 3. reimbursement of expenditure shall be done as per Section
12(2) of the RTE Act. The school must maintain proper accounts for the same.

The school shall not charge anmy capitation fees, and shall not subject children or parents to any
sereening procedure during admission,

The school shall not deny admission to any child for lack of age proof and shall comply with the
provisions of Section 15 of the Act.

The school shall also ensure that:

a) No child admitted shall be expelled or forced to leave school until the completion of free and
compulsory education,

b No child shall be subjected to physical punishment or mental harassment.

¢) Until completion of elementary education. no child shall be required to pass any hoard examination.

d) A certificate shall be issued under Rule 25 to each child who completes free education.

¢} The school shall ensure inclusion of children with special necds/disabilities as per the provisions of the
Act,

f) Teachers shall possess the minimum qualifications as per Section 23(1) of the Act. Teachers who do not
meet the qualification at the time of enforcement of the Act shall acquire the minimum qualifications
within five years. Both teaching and non-teaching staff must be declared with a staff statement.

g) Teachers shall fulfill their responsibilities as outlined under Section 24(1) of the Act.

h) Teachers shall not engage in private tuitions or any other private edacational institution activities.

8. The school shall follow the svllabus prescribed by the competent authority based on the subjects of

study.

9. The school shall comply with the conditions and standards specified in Section 19 of the Act. Based on
